CEASA GRANT
SAATI was successful in applying for a grant from the Council of Education Associations of South Australia (CEASA) in late March and has received the sum of $4,500 to deliver a professional learning program (not a conference).

Given the parameters of the brief, the committee opted for an action based research piece through the Australian Curriculum general capability, critical and creative thinking. Dr Michele Kohler, from Flinders University will be leading the enquiry. Watch this space for news of the launch and see below for a brief description. 
The project will be informed by action based classroom research examining critical and creative thinking in Languages. Teachers R-12 will be invited to partake in a series of 10 workshops across 18 months. The workshops will be designed to lead and support teachers to customize their own investigation in the classroom through the support of three lead teachers and Languages research fellow from Flinders University.

Working in parallel but in their own setting, teachers will develop an evidence base to inform their pedagogy with a

focus on critical and creative thinking to engage and intellectually stretch students learners.
